-There are a number of recreational trails within this sale as noted on the map. A portion of the CAMBA trail
is on an existing logging trail that will be reopened for this sale and there may be portions of the the North End
trail that may be used for hauling. Outside of these portions that will be opened to hauling and skidding as allowed
by Bayfield County no skidding will be allowed on the North End ski trail, CAMBA trail
and Birkie trail. Skidding across these trails will only be allowed in designated areas as determined by the
sale administrator. In areas where skidding has occured the trail must be returned to original condition. Slash must be kept 25 ft back from
 ski trails and CAMBA trails. Bayfield County will be very strict on the restrictions
 regarding these recreational trails. 
- There is a blue line on the south side of this sale. No trees or equipment may cross this line. There may be access to
this portion of the sale thru Sawyer county forest.
- There is red line that mark the edges of the sale and seperates the different units.
- Clearcut unit: Harvest all merchantable stems except pine, sever all non-merchantable stems 2" in
diameter or greater.
- Hardwood unit: Harvest all orange marked trees, harvest aspen and white birch, harvest all stems within
green marked canopy gaps  and knock down all non-merchantable stems in gaps. Canopy gaps are painted with two dots
of green paint on 6-8 trees. Gaps are approx. 40 ft in diameter.
- Overstory removal unit: Leave all green marked trees and harvest all other merchantable stems. Minimize
damage to understory trees.
- Marked Pine unit: Harvest all orange marked trees, harvest all aspen and white birch.
- Aspen/White birch removal unit: Harvest all aspen and white birch.
- Spruce planation: harvest orange marked trees, harvest aspen and white birch.
- In all units except the spruce plantation harvest all spruce and fir 4" in diameter and greater
- Utilize hardwood to a 5 " top and softwood to a 4" top.
- Within hardwood unit: no sale operations allowed between breakup and August 1 to minimize damage from two-lined chestnut borer
