Where Do | Enter My Items?

1. To enter something in the Fair, you must first decide if your items belong in Open Class or Junior Class.
A. If you belong to a Bayfield County youth club such &4,4FA, Scouts, or any other club with Adult Super
vision, and are in grades1®, THEN you enter in JUNIOR Classes.
B. If you are a youth who doest belong to any organized club, THEN you enter in OPEN Class.
C. If you are an Adult, THEN you enter in OPEN Class.
2. Next, you must figure out which Department your item or items fit into. All Junior Class Departments start with the 60mb

(101, 102, etc). Open Class Departments do Not start with the number 100 (2, 3, etc). The animal categories afregaretty
planatory, others you may have to look a little bit through this premium list to figure it out.

3. THEN you need to figure out which CLASS your item will fit in. Many times the Class is based on your experience level
(Professional, Amateur, etc) or breed (animals), grade (Junior Class) or type of item type (grain, cut flowers, bread, etc.)
4. THEN the LOT number.
For Example; If you are an ADULT with hand knitted slippers you would like to enter in the Fair. You would enter ihe (
DEPARTMENT 27 (Open Class Knitting & Crocheting), CLASS A (Hand knitting), LOT 1(Slippers)
If you were a 4H YOUTH, in Grade 6, you would enter them in DEPARTMEMNA7 (Junior Class Knitting & Crocheting) ,
CLASS A (Grades-B), LOT 2 (Slippers).
You may ONLY enter ONE item in each LOT number.
Fill out an entry form and return it with your exhibitor fee to the Fair Officthbydue dates of July 19 (Open) or 26th (Jr.)
If entry forms are received after these dates the $25 entry fee applies.
A. The entry fee is the same regardless of how many different items you enter.

ATCP 160.01 Definitions. Asused in this chapter:
(1) “Class™ means a grouping in which exhibits may be

entered, including an animal breed or age group for animal exhib-
its; a type of produce. crop or food; or a specific age. age group
or educational grade level of exhibitor.

(2) “Department™ as it relates to the organizational structure
of a fair, means an ammal species, production group. or other prin-
cipal classification of exhibits. As used in any other context,
“department” means the state of Wisconsin department of agricul-
ture, trade and consumer protection.

(3) “Division™ means one of 3 exhibitor group classifications
for a fair and 15 limited to junior division. open division and senior
citizens division.

(5) “Premium”™ means a monetary prize that a county or dis-
trict fair awards to an exhibitor after judging all competing exhib-
115 m Ihe class to which the preminm pertams.

ATCP 160.02 Premium requirements. (1) GENERAL
(a) The state aid authorized by s. 93.23 (1), Stats . may be paid
only on net premiums, which consist of total premiums paid less
total entry fees recetved. The department may withhold state pre-
mium aid from any fair which does not enforce the animal health
provisions required under ch. ATCP 10 for all classes of livestock
exhibited at the fair.

(d) State aid may be paid on no more than 2 premiums awarded
an exhibitor under one premium or lot number in open division
individual livestock classes, except poultry and rabbits, and no
more than one premium in all other classes, including poultry and
rabbits.

() No county or district fair may receive state aid for a pre-
mium awarded to any exhibitor in the open division if that exhibi-
tor entered the same exhibit in the junior division at the same
county or district fair.

(f) No state aid will be paid on the cost of ribbons, cups, trophy
prizes of entertainment contests.
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(2) PREMIUM LISTS. (a) Premiums for which state aid is
requested by county and district fairs shall conform with the umi-
form premium list and other requirements set forth in these rules.
Fairs requesting state aid for net premiums shall submit to the
department a printed copy of the premium list used at the fair, as
required under s. ATCP 160.92 (3) (c).

(b) The officers of each fair shall mail a copy of the premium
list to other associations, societies, or boards conducting a fair i
Wisconsin upon request.

(c) Sections ATCP 160.01 through 160.07 and 16091 shall be
published m premmum books used by a fair for which state aid 15
requested.

(3) ENTRY FEES. (a) A county or district fair may charge an
exhibitor an entry fee. The entry fee may not exceed 10% of the
sum of all preminms offered to exhibitors in the same class for
which the entry fee 1s charged. In lieu of an entry fee, a county or
district fair may charge stall rents for horses, cattle, sheep, goats,
swine, poultry, rabbats or pets. Stall rents shall not exceed $1.50
per single stall or antmal or $3.00 per box stall for horses; §1.00
per single stall or animal or $2.00 per box stall for cattle; or $0.50
per animal or $2.00 per pen for swine, goats or sheep. A standard
pen for swine, goats or sheep is approximately 64 square feet
Cage rents may not exceed $0.50 per head for poultry, rabbit or pet
exhibits.

(b) Exhibitors in educational and school departments shall not
be required to purchase an exhibitor’s ticket. Any other exhibitor
may be required, 1f no entry fee is charged, to purchase an exhibi-
tor’s season ticket at a price not to exceed that charged for a non—
exhibitor’s season ticket.

(4) SPLIT FAIR DATES (a) For purposes of this subsection,
“split fair dates™ occur when a fair organization judges exhibits or
contests and pays premiums at more than one time or at more than
one location during the calendar year.

(b) Except as provided under par (), the department may not
pay state aid for a fair having split dates unless the department
gives advance written approval for a split fair  The department
may approve split fair dates only 1f the fair organization justifies
the split dates based on extreme hardship. If the department
approves split dates, all blue nbbon winners shall repeat their
demonstrations or exhibats at the regular fair dates unless the
department grants a hardship exemption.

(4) State aid may be used for the payment of no more than one
premium awarded an exhibitor under any one premium or lot
number 1n the junior fair division, except when awarded as part of
a group 1 livestock exhibits or in showmanship.

(5) Premiums in the educational department shall be paid
directly to the exhibitor who made the exhibit and not to the school
or teacher, except for group premuums offered to inter—school
competitive classes. No aid may be paid on education department
premiums unless a complete list of exhibitors and a complete set
of judges’ sheets for the education department. similar to those
required in other departments. 1s filed with the department. All
educational exhibits shall be displayed at the fair regardless of
whether they are judged prior to or at the fair.

(B) If 16 or more animals, items or articles are entered in any
junior fair class. the class may be divided mto 2 or more approxi-
mately equal groups according to weight. age or other identifying
characteristic and each group judged as a class.

(7) Special educational exhibits may [be] established if the
proposal 1s presented to the Wisconsin association of fairs before
October 1 of the year preceding its proposed establishment and the
exhibit 1s approved by the department.

ATCP 160.05 Open division; general requirements.
