This department is open only to boys and girls in the 3rd to 13th grade and Cloverbuds, grades K-2,  

who are enrolled in one or more of the standard 4-H clubs, FFA, FHA, Scouts or any other youth group with adult  

sponsorship in Bayfield County.    Entry blanks must be signed ño.k.ò by the local leader.   

All exhibits must be the work of youth ï no adults! 

Youth group members may enter approved projects in the same classes as 4-Hôers by submitting their entries to their leader who will in 

turn submit them to the fair office.  There is a fee of $15 for an exhibitorôs ticket for all Junior Fair regular members which entitles them 

to attend every day of the fair and to attend all grandstand shows and ride as many carnival rides as they care to.  The term ñentriesò 

refers to the names of articles listed on the entry sheets.  The term ñexhibitò refers to the articles, equipment or livestock actually 

brought to the fairgrounds for exhibit purposes.  ñExhibitsò cannot be entered more than one year.  Any exhibit presented as a poster 

should be 14ò x 22ò or smaller.  Back sides need not be clean.  All posters must include exhibitorôs name, club and year.  School work 

is allowed.   ENTRIES MAY NOT BE REGISTERED ON ENTRY DAY

Entry Tags and Season Passes will be distributed by your  Club Leader.  If your Leader has not picked up your Entry Tags & Season 

Passes from the Fair Office in the Tourism Department at the Courthouse in Washburn before Tuesday of Fair week, they will be at the 

Fair Grounds in the Exhibit Hall on Thursday.  Entry tags will not be mailed.  

 

All exhibits must be in place by 7:00 p.m. on entry day, the first day of the fair.  Please arrive before 7:00pm with your exhibits.  

Judging will start at 9:00 a.m. for most exhibits,  the second day of the fair. Carcass Judging will be done the Thursday following the 

Fair.   

 

Exhibits may not be removed from the exhibit hall until 5:30 p.m. the last day of the fair.  The Harry Lowe Exhibit Hall and Verne 

Gilles Garden Building will be closed to the public from 5:00-5:30 p.m. on Sunday while preparations are made to release exhibits.  All 

animal exhibitors must leave displays up until 5:00 p.m. on Sunday.  All exhibits must be removed by 7:00 pm on Sunday- The Bayfield 

County Fair and Fair Committee are not responsible for any exhibits left after this time.  

 

Youth group members are allowed to exhibit for individual competition only in the project in which they are enrolled.  Exhibits must be 

the product of this yearôs youth group work.  An exhibitor in the Junior Fair will exhibit only one article and will receive only one pre-

mium under each premium number, except in the swine market class.  In the case where the grade level of the exhibitor is specifi ed, it is 

the grade the exhibitor completed in the spring of the current year. 

     

All judging in the Junior Fair will be done on the modified Danish System except in the Showmanship contest.  Not over five group 

placings will be permitted  in any class.  The number of awards in each class will be left to the discretion of the judge, if a number of 

exhibits are worthy of first place, second place, third place, etc., they will be so placed, providing there are sufficient entries to permit 

maximum placings, otherwise placings will be on a prorated basis, except the 1st place which may include all exhibits of merit.  No 

awards will be given to an exhibit if it is not deemed worthy. 

 

All livestock and poultry shall be cared for by the exhibitor, at his or her expense.  Stall room will be furnished free of charge.  Shavings 

for bedding is available for sale at the Fair Office.  

          

If animals are exhibited, PLEASE read the Bayfield County & the Wisconsin State rules and regulations.  Also,  make sure ALL 

required tests, taggings, &  paperwork is  completed and returned.   Paperwork includes: Copies of all required tests, stall reserva-

tions, and Show Ring Ethics Form,    

Camping forms and fees should be returned with your entry forms.   

Please include a separate check made out to the Bayfield County Fair for camping fees.

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DEPT. 101 - DAIRY CATTLE  

The age classes for dairy cattle will be composed as follows: 

(a) A spring calf is one born on or after March 1 of the exhibit year. (March 2009) 

(b) A winter calf  is one whose date of birth is between December 1 of the year preceding the exhibit year and February 28 or 29 of the 

 exhibit year.(12/1/09 - 2/28/10) 

(c) A fall calf  is one whose date of birth is between September 1 and November 30 of the year preceding the exhibit year.(9/01/09 - 

 11/30/09) 

(d) A summer yearling is one whose date of birth is between June 1 and August 31 of the year preceding the exhibit year.(6/01/09 - 

8/31/09) 

(e) A spring yearling is one whose date of birth is between March 1 and May 31 of the year preceding the exhibit year.(3/01/09  - 

 5/31/09) 

(f) A winter yearling  is one whose date of birth is between December 1 of the second year preceding the exhibit year and February 28 

 or 29 of the year preceding the exhibit year. (12/01/08 - 2/28/09) 

(g) A fall yearling  is one whose date of birth is between September 1 and November 30 of the second year preceding the exhibit year.

(9/01/08 - 11/30/08) 

(h) A 2 year-old is one whose date of birth is between September 1 of the third year preceding the exhibit year and August 31 of the 

second year preceding the exhibit year, and shall include senior yearlings which have freshened.(9/01/07 - 8/31/08) 

(i) A  3 year-old is one whose date of birth is between September 1 of the fourth year preceding the exhibit year and August 31 of the 

third year preceding the exhibit year. (9/01/06 - 8/31/07) 

(j) A 4 year-old is one whose date of birth is between September 1 of the fifth year preceding the exhibit year and August 31 of the 

fourth year preceding the exhibit year. (9/01/05 - 8/31/06)  

(k) A  5 year-old is one born before September 1 of the fifth year preceding the exhibit year (before 9/01/05) 

(l) Dry Cow: A 3 year old or over that has milked 250 days or more since last fair season. 

The same animal cannot be shown in Open Class and Junior Class.   

Stalls must be cleaned daily by the exhibitor or premiums will be forfeited.

(b) A senior boar or sow is one whose date of birth is between July 1 and December 1 of the year preceding the exhibit year. 

(c)   A senior spring boar or sow is one whose date of birth is between January 1 and February 28 or 29 of the exhibit year. 

(d) A junior spring boar or sow is one born during the month of March of the exhibit year. 

(e) A spring group shall consist of 1 junior or senior spring boar pig and 2 junior or senior spring sows owned by the exhibitor. 

(f) Pen of market pigs shall consist of 2 animals, barrow and/or gilts. 

(g) Purebred is an animal with breed registration papers. 

(h) Grade is an animal of any one breed that does not have registration papers.  Grade animals are to be entered by sire and not by dam. 

(i) Crossbred is an animal which is the result of the cross of two or more breeds. 

 

When male pigs are included in feeder groups, they must be castrated and healed (gilt).  Boars must also have had their tusks removed.

Documentation of current scrapies certification required.  

All male animals except market classes must be purebred.  Registered Columbias, Registered Corriedales, Registered Rambouillet and 

Registered Targhee will show with two inches of wool or less.  All other breeds must have been completely shorn between two months 

and two weeks of show date.   

Stalls must be cleaned daily by the exhibitor or premiums will  be forfeited.

(a) Mature Ram or Ewe: born prior to January 1 of year preceding exhibit  year.

(d) A Market Lamb is one born after January 1 of exhibit year 

(e) Pen of market lambs - shall consist of 2 lambs - one ram lamb and one ewe lamb, which are owned by exhibitor. 

(f) A Flock shall consist of  1 yearling or ram lamb, a ewe lamb, and a yearling ewe, all of which are owned by the exhibitor.

Please 

check at the Fair office.  Fair premiums will be revoked if stall is not cleaned and checked by barn superintendent before leaving the fair-

grounds on Sunday.  A maximum of two animals may be entered by a single exhibitor in classes A through L.  Two exhibitors from the 

same family may enter the same animal in only the showmanship and horsemanship classes.

Junior Horse Exhibitor Rules

4. Horse Exhibitors must attend the mandatory meeting by the arena on Thursday evening.  .   

5. A copy of your horseôs COGGINS PAPERS must accompany your Fair Entry Form    

6. The Barn Superintendentôs will need to check your horse and Coggins Papers ï Do not unload or stable your horse until 

you have been checked in by the Barn Superintendent!    

7. No more than two horses per exhibitor.  Each horse must be exhibited in two classes in the Thursday & Friday shows.  The two 

classes must include one halter class & one riding class, as is required by Wisconsin rules.    

8. Only two premiums will be paid out, although you may show in more than two classes. Premiums will be paid out in accor-

dance with State Statute ATCP 160.56  

9. Each Barn Superintendent will assign the stalls in their Barn.  They will do their best to give you the barn that you request, but it is 

not guaranteed. Do Not stall your horse until the Barn Superintendent has checked you in!! 

10. Horses must be fed and watered at least twice a day.  Hay nets must be tied top and bottom.  Buckets with handles must be tied in 

the stall. Please, Conserve water,  

11. All halters must be removed from horses while in stalls.  A halter and lead rope must be left available on each stall, leaving the stall 

door free to open if necessary. 

12. Keep aisles clean and clear at all times.  This includes hay, tack, etc. 

13.  Stalls must be cleaned regularly and clear of ALL waste material BEFORE you leave the fairgrounds.  Failure to do so may result 

in premium forfeit. 

14. All persons are required to wear an SEI approved equine helmet at all county sponsored 4-H horse events while mounted on a 

horse. 

15. No horses may be let loose in the arena at any time. 

16. No horses out of stall after 9 p.m.  Lights out at 10 p.m.  No horses are allowed off the  grounds at any time. 

17. Riding is permitted in designated areas only.  Horses MUST BE LED at all other times!  This is for your safety as well as the 

safety of the Fair going public. 

18. All animals exhibited for premiums must be at the fair by 7 p.m. Thursday & may not be removed until 5 p.m. Sunday or have 

received written permission from the Fair Board to remove them. 

19. Those  who wish to compete in state level horse events, except the State Gymkhana meet, must exhibit in horse events at the 

county fair and receive a blue ribbon in a qualifying event 

20. Parking is allowed ONLY IN DESIGNATED AREAS!  

21. Horses will not be allowed in the general camping area. This means that horses will not be allowed to be tied to a camper/trailer 

on Friday, Saturday or Sunday unless you are parked in the designated (primitive sites) ñCamping with horses areaò.  

21. No one under the age of 18 may camp without an adult IN their camper, unless approved by Fair Officeðin writing 

22.     Be courteous at all times and give our Fair and Bayfield County youth a good image! 

        HORSELESS HORSE GUIDELINES 

Horseless Horse classes MUST only be entered by a project member who meets the following criteria.   

1. All horseless horse exhibitors must wear an SEI approved equestrian helmet when mounted. 

2. A horseless horse project member is defined as a Junior exhibitor who does not have one-on-one access to a horse.  (They do not 

own their own horse.)  

3. Horseless horse project members may only show in horseless horse classes. 

4. The horseless horse person must be working with a current project member (Buddy) or leader.  The same horse may be shown by 

 both members (or member and leader).  This is the only horse the horseless horse member may show. 

5. The ñbuddyò may not be a sibling that resides in the same household.  (If two siblings are showing the same horse, that is family 

owned or managed, both siblings are classified as horse project members. 

6. Horseless horse members are expected to work with the horse owning member or leader to learn about the horse, (including groom-

 ing, clean up, tack, riding,  etc.). 

7. Horseless horse members are expected to participate in horse project activities. 

8. The horseless horse project member is not managing or leasing a horse owned by someone else. 

The following 4-H horse members are NOT considered horseless horse members: 

1. They own and are showing their own horse.

DEPT. 107 - POULTRY  
 

Poultry refers to:  domesticated fowl -- including chickens, turkeys, guinea fowl and other game birds, pea fowl and other fanciers, and 

waterfowl -- that are bred mainly for exhibiting or producing eggs or meat.  It does not include ratites (ostriches, emus, rheas).   

For regulatory purposes, domesticated fowl are considered to be sexually mature at 4 months.  Turkeys are considered sexually mature at 

6 months.   

All poultry and waterfowl must originate from flocks designated as U.S. Pullorum-Typhoid Clean under the NPIP and accompanied by a 

VS Form 9-3, or originate from a NPIP affiliate flock and accompanied by a VS Form 9-3, or originate from a Wisconsin 

Tested Flock or Wisconsin Associate Flock and be accompanied with documentation provided by the department certifying that they are 

a Wisconsin Tested Flock or Wisconsin Associate Flock.  

Sexually mature birds that do not meet these requirements may qualify with documentation of a negative test for pullorum-typhoid (and 

Mycoplasma gallisepticum for turkeys) conducted within 90 days prior to arrival at the exhibition, and be identified with a wing band or 

leg band.    

Do NOT unload or cage your poultry in the barn until it has been checked in by the Superintendent 

Each exhibit shall consist of one bird.  A young male or young female is a bird hatched on or after January 1 of the exhibit year.  Ducks, 

geese and turkeys should also be hatched on or after January 1 this year. Poultry should be at least  6 weeks old to exhibit. 

 
Feeding and watering of poultry is the responsibility of the Exhibitor.   

Cages must be cleaned daily by the exhibitor or premiums may be forfeited.   

Exhibitors must be present for judging.
