ADVISORY FOR HOUSING NON-TRADITIONAL LIVESTOCK AND FOR MANAGEMENT OF OTHER ANIMALS
WHILE THE FAIR IS UNDERWAY:

The department (WI DATCP) makes the following recommendations, but these are not required by statute or administrative rule:

Exotic camelids (llamas, vicufas, alpacas, and guanacos), other exotic ruminants and cervidae should not be housed with domestic cattle.
Ratites (ostriches, emus, rheas, and cassowaries) should not be housed with domestic poultry.

Swine should not be housed with other mammalian species.

Since bovine viral diarrhea (BVD), an infectious disease of cattle, can spread rapidly under the conditions of a livestock show, the depart
-ment strongly recommends that all breeding cattle exhibited at Wisconsin fairs be properly vaccinated against BVD at least 30 days
prior to the show. Exhibitors should consult with their veterinarians regarding the proper choice of vaccine and the correct schedule for
its administration.

Cattle should test negative for BVD-PI by i mmunoperoxidase test and negative |f
Common watering and feeding troughs should not be used.

All vehicles used to transport animals to and from the exhibition, or used at the exhibition, should be cleaned and disinfected prior to and
after use for this purpose.

All animals found to be afflicted with a contagious or infectious disease must be promptly removed from the premises.
Hand wash stations should be provided near all livestock facilities.
