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Sgt Glen rode on the Queen Elizabeth for 13 Days to get him over to Europe. 
Glen served for 3 years with the MP 106th.   His main duty was to being a truck driver to 
supplied British troops.  He spent 11 months in Switch, and Winchester, England 
preparing for the evasion.  They stayed out of London because of the bombs Raids but 
loved their trips to Glasgow and Scotland.  Sgt Glen spent 33 days in the English Channel 
with Ike’s new staff car was a long duty for Glen, but he remembers it well. He call to 
duty which placed him at D Day on day 2 ½ of the invasion.  
. 
Sgt Price remembers that mail call was priceless.  Letters from home were always a 
treasure and many parts of those letters were shared will their buddies’ except for the real 
juicy parts he said. 
 
 While wanting to go over to battle in England, Glen even had an English lady saved up 
her meal ration, so she could offer him a hamburger.  He knew it was week’s worth of her 
rations and couldn’t accept it from her.  He was very appreciate of her offer. 
 
In Belgium, a lady came to him and wanted to show him something.  What she showed 
him was field of buried towns people that did not follow the new rulers rule.  Women and 
children were included in the massacre. 
 
 



One member of his unit, Carl Campbell use ax to get an air crew a crew member out of 
plane that had crashed saving the air crew member’s live Glen helped. He remembers that 
Campbell received an award for the action that day.  
 
 

 
 
Glen once forced the landing gear down on plane and was hollered at for breaking the 
hammer he used.  
 
He remembers almost being poison in France. 8-10 guys or more never woke up because 
a  GI was passing around the bottle. Good thing he didn’t like the taste and spit it out.  
Later he found out that a bottle was poisoned and soldiers had lost their lives from that 
bottle. 
 
Glen moved with the 9th Army in during the battle of the Bulge remembers the 10 below 
zero and how cold he was.  Their action saved American lives and the won the battle. 
 
They advanced to Frankfurt, and Castle, Germany. They were lucky enough to find a 
house full of wine the day the surrender was declared it, and it didn’t sound like much 
wine was left by the morning. 
 

   



 
Sgt Glen was one of the first guys in his unit to run into the Russia troops.  He spent night 
with them without being able to speak at all to each other but the comradeship was in 
their gestures and in their eyes as they toasted to victory.
