It
provides a means for general mapping, street identification, parcel inquires,
parcel searching, printing, and more.

The themegiveyou the option to search speiallyin the department you are looking for

information from. To flip through the different themes use the scroll bar directly under the themes or

click one of the other boxes filed towards the back to bring it to the front. When you have picked out

the appropriate theme click anywhere in that themes box and its mayaisfeatures will be brought up.

Each Theme has tbfent tools (Table 1) and map layers (Table&ilable for use.

screen(Fg.3). This tool allows you to accdesthe maps legendnore layers to add to the map and
control their settings. Within the tool there is a couple option®ynamic Map Legend (Papdrayer
Visibility(folder icon), Laye®ptions(two gears icon), Minimize (green arrow icon), and Close (X icon)
options.

The Dynamic Map Legend (Paper) tab gives you the abiltigwothe symbols for every field in the
layers of the map. This is a good guide to understanding what everything in the map means. To move
up and down within the tab use the scroll bar on the right side of the tool.

In the Layer Visibility (folder icosgction exch different layer that can be activated in the map has a box

to the left side of it. Click the box to place or remove the check to add or remove the layer from the
map view. Under the main option for some layers there will be more layers tiaatbe turned on and

off. To access these layers click the arrow to the left of the layer, this will cause the arrow to point down
and more pieces of the layer to be accessed. This will allow you to turn off and on only the pieces you
need for your map.

The Layeptions(two gears icon) section has a line with a triangle on it for each visible layer that can
be moved from left (more transparent) to right (less transparent) depending on the level of
transparency wantedThe Minimize icoifigreen arrow)when clicked minimizes the menut allows

the tool to stay active and ready to use for later.

':] Bookmarks

Bookmarks are geographic views that can be set and referenced for later use, making it fasterrto
to a previous area on the map. After bookmarks are created they will always be visible in the menu,

even after closing and reopening the map application.

To create a bookmark drag the cursor over Map Icon Globe)and from the drop down menuick
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(book with plus sign) ithe Bookmarks tool men(Fig. 5. This will bring up a new box in the menu

A point searclallows you to click any spot and it will give you fi@@cel information around that point. To use click the Point
tool and then click the parcel you want to identify.

Line
A line search allows you to create a line that will select multiple parcels in a row at once. The line tool will sglantelrikat
the created line goes through (or touches).

To use click the Line tqdéft click the point where you want the line to start and move the mouse withoutihgldown the
left click buttonto the end point andeft click again. This will cause all tRarcels in that area to be highlighted. The line can
also be bent by doing the same steps but moving the line up or down aliéércick.

E Rectangle

A rectangle search allows you to search an area. The rectangle only goes straight up and down and cannot be angled with a
parcel. This search works best when trying to select parcels in a general area.

To use select the rectangle tool and just like #toom tooleft click down at the corner where you want to start and holding
down on the mouse drag the cursor until the whole area you want to select is in the gray bo

Polygon

A polygon search, like a rectangle search allows you to select for an Hi@aever, the polygon search allows you to draw the
outline of any shape unlike the fixed angles of a rectangle search. This search works best if you want to selectdouplaly a
parcels and they are unique shapes.

To use select the polygon toohen like the line tooleft click the start position. After you have the start position move the
cursor (without holding down th&eft click andleft click whenever you reach a corner, when you reach the last corner double
click and the polygon will connect to the start position.

The point tool(Fig.§ allows you to put a point anywhere on the map. To use click the Point tool and select the color and size you want the
point to be, next right click where you would like to place the point.

Line

The line too(Fig.§ allows you to create a line anywheoa the map, when the Measurement tool is turned on this also allows the line tool to
be used to measure distance. To use tool click the Line tool and select the color and size of line you waleft dliektwhere you want the
start position to be tlen, release and move to your end point and double click to end the line. You can also add turns to yodefine by
clicking any spot as you gadturning the cursor direction.olend the line it is the same (double click).

Freehand Line
